The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Mike Blackburn at 7:07p.m.

Roll call was taken. Those present were; Fred Moreau, Kate McGann, Brian Jaschen and

The Mayor read the letter of scholarship that was awarded to the City Clerk, Shari Mueller from Southwest Iowa Clerk & Administrator Association for desiring continuing education and recognizing the importance of keeping pace with the constantly changing laws and needs of the citizens we serve.  
The Mayor also recognized the City Clerk for achieving the Iowa Certified Municipal Finance Officer Certification.  

Shere motioned to approve the consent agenda a) Approval of the Agenda  b) approve of regular meeting minutes of May 11, 2015 with the correction of the date at the heading of the minutes and the special meeting minutes May 27, 2015 c) Approval of the expenditures. Moreau seconded.  Motion carried.  All ayes.
The amended ordinance #294, Liberty Memorial Commission will require a second at the 
July 12th City Council meeting.

COMMUNITY PRESENTERS:
Jaschen motioned to approve Shane Sayers Block Party Application for Cub Scout Pack 242 Camp Out to be held at Boehner Pond from Friday, July 24th at 5pm until Sunday, July 26th at 12:00pm.  This is with the use of Boehner Pond on Saturday only for canoe training along with use of the entire park closing off the entrance into the park. The camping fees will be waived for this event. Shere seconded.  All Ayes.  Motion carried.

McGann motioned to approve Deb Breeding with MABA’s Block Party Application for the “Malvern’s Sizzlin Summerfest” and the Patriots Day parade to be held on Saturday, July 11th from 9:30am until noon.  This includes street closing on Main Street from 2nd to 6th Street and barricades to close off the street for the parade but cannot close off the streets until 10:45am.  This also includes use the tram cars and the use of Heritage Park for the Southwest Iowa Animal Coalition to display animals that are up for adoption.  Shere seconded.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

DEPARTMENT UPDATES:
PeopleService Report – Howard Peterson
All Ag business’s had their RPZ back flow devices inspected and certified for their bulk water load out stations.

Howard and Terry Smith replaced the pool drain hydrant this month.  They had the hydrant and all the fittings on hand so that should cut the cost of the project down.

Hydrant flushing was done this month.  There were a couple of areas that ran a little longer than normal before they cleared up at 8th & 9th Street and Kearney Ave.

PeopleService will be shutting down the lagoon discharge this week. With the new permit they are only required to test twice during the time the discharging takes place. It used to be once a week.  So far everything has come back good.  They are also planning the BK spraying for weed control at the lagoon.

They are pulling both pumps at the East Ridge lift station for inspection and cleaning. 
Council member Brian Jaschen gave an update on the Source Water Protection Program meeting that was held on May 28th.  They discussed options in regards to cover crops.  The IDNR recommended a possible signing bonus or stiffen for land owners to participate. The Committee will continue their efforts in looking into the water system. 
Council member Jaschen also discussed the JEO Consulting Group’s agreement for the Water System Preliminary Engineering Report.  This is a 2 part study that will cover the infrastructure, age of the water system, capacity and flows along with other details of the water system.  The cost of the study is $21,000. 

The Council discussed the water fund and options to pay for the study.  The City Clerk will look will gather information to be discussed at the July meeting.
Street Superintendent – Dave Hoose – The new asphalt project has been completed.  The Street Department has been patching potholes and will continue as the weather permits. The benches have been installed at Heritage Park.  The old basketball court has been removed along with the trimming of the trees at the pool.  
Council member Jaschen provided an estimate for thirty six (36) banners for the light poles on Main Street.  Brian and Fred will further look into the details.  
McGann motioned to go into Closed Session to discuss the CDBG Downtown Project Change Order for 401 Main Street at 8:07pm.

Roll Call: Mayor Mike Blackburn, Council members; Kate McGann, Fred Moreau, Brian Jaschen, Doug Shere and Attorney Steve Krohn with Smith Peterson Law Office, Courtney Harter with Southwest Iowa Planning Council (SWIPCO) and City Clerk, Shari Mueller.

McGann motioned to come out of the Closed Session at 8:45pm.

Shere motioned to accept the Change Order for the CDBG Downtown Project for 401 Main Street Asbestos removal in the amount of $65,495.25.  Jaschen seconded.  McGann aye. Moreau aye.  Motion carried.

McGann motioned to approve Resolution 2015-07 Transfer funds for fiscal year 2014-2015.  Jaschen seconded.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Jaschen motioned to approve the City Clerk to run the fiscal check run for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2015.  Moreau seconded.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 

Shere motioned to approve Casey’s General Store cigarette/tobacco permit for July 1, 2015 –

June 30, 2016.  Jaschen seconded.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

McGann motioned to approve Casey’s General Store liquor license renewal.  Shere seconded.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Shere motioned to approve the Mayor’s recommendation to re-appoint John Downey as a Library Board of Trustee for a six (6) year term July 1, 2015 – June 30, 2021.  Moreau seconded.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Jaschen motioned to approve Mayor’s recommendation to appoint Jim Asselin as a Park Board member for a one (1) year term to expire December 31, 2015.  McGann seconded.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Shere motioned to regretfully accept Rich Maaske’s resignation as a Liberty Board member.  Thank you for your years of service.  Jaschen seconded.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Moreau motioned to accept the Mayor’s recommendation to appoint Allen Hall to fill the vacancy as a Liberty Board member for a three (3) year term to expire December 31, 2015.
Shere seconded.  All ayes. Motion carried.

The Mayor gave an overview of the annual reviews for the Street Department and the Clerk Department and how the recommendations by the Committees were determined.

McGann motioned to approve a 3% increase for Street Laborer, Jason Darnold effective 

July 1, 2015.  Jaschen seconded.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Jaschen motioned to approve a 2 ½% increase for Street Superintendent, Dave Hoose effective July 1, 2015.  Shere seconded.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Moreau motioned to approve a 1% increase for Deputy Clerk, Kathy Anderson effective 

July 1, 2015.  Jaschen seconded. Shere aye.  McGann nay.  Motion carried.

The City Clerk, Shari Mueller discussed her annual review and the result with the City Council.

Ms. Mueller stated that she disagreed with the recommended 2% and requested to revisit the topic in open session.  
Moreau motioned to approve a 2% increase for City Clerk, Shari Mueller effective 

July 1, 2015.  McGann seconded.  Jaschen nay.  Shere nay. Motion failed.

Jaschen motioned to approve a 2 ½% increase for City Clerk, Shari Mueller effective 

July 1, 2015.  Shere seconded.  Moreau nay.  McGann nay.  Motion failed.

Shere questioned approving a 2.25% increase. No further action was taken.

City Clerk, Shari Mueller removed herself from the meeting at 9:30p.m.

Council member McGann took over the taking of the minutes at 9:30p.m.

Shere motioned to approve a 2% increase for City Clerk, Shari Mueller effective July 1, 2015.  Moreau seconded.  Jaschen nay.  Motion carried.
